The Purpose of the Program and How it Works

The National Family Caregiver Support Program (NFCSP), established in 2000, provides
grants to States and Territories, based on their share of the population aged 70 and over,
to fund a range of supports that assist family and informal caregivers to care for their

loved ones at home for as long as possible.

Families are the major provider of long-term care, but research has shown that caregiving
exacts a heavy emotional, physical and financial toll. Many caregivers who work and
provide care experience conflicts between these responsibilities. Twenty two percent of
caregivers are assisting two individuals, while eight percent are caring for three or more.
Almost half of all caregivers are over age 50, making them more vulnerable to a decline

in their own health, and one-third describe their own health as fair to poor.

The NFCSP offers a range of services to support family caregivers. Under this program,

States shall provide five types of services:

. information to caregivers about available services,
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. assistance to caregivers in gaining access to the services,

. individual counseling, organization of support groups, and caregiver training,
. respite care, and
. supplemental services, on a limited basis

These services work in conjunction with other State and Community-Based Services to
provide a coordinated set of supports. Studies have shown that these services can reduce
caregiver depression, anxiety, and stress and enable them to provide care longer, thereby

avoiding or delaying the need for costly institutional care.

Data Highlight Extensive Services Provided to

Caregivers

FY 2008, Caregiver funding enabled States to serve more than 600,000 caregivers.
Output data for the National Family Caregiver Support Program show that the services
caregivers received from this program helped them manage their caregiving

responsibilitie

. Access Assistance Services provided approximately 1.3 million contacts to
caregivers assisting them in locating services from a variety of private and voluntary
agencies.

. Counseling and Training Services provided over 141,000 caregivers with
counseling, peer support groups, and training to help them better cope with the stresses of
caregiving.

. Respite Care Services provided more than 73,000 caregivers with 9.8 million
hours with temporary relief — at home, or in an adult day care or institutional setting —

from their caregiving responsibilities.

Data from AoA’s national surveys of caregivers of elderly clients shows:
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. OAA services, including those provided through the National Family Caregiver
Support Program, are effective in helping caregivers keep their loved ones at home;

. 77 percent of caregivers of program clients report that services definitely enabled
them to provide care longer than otherwise would have been possible, and 77 percent

reported that the services have “helped a lot”;

. 89 percent of caregivers reported that services helped them to be a better
caregiver;
. Nearly half the caregivers of nursing home eligible care recipients indicated that

the care recipient would be unable to remain at home without the support services;

Integrated Database (AGID), an on-line query system based on AoA-related data files
and surveys, and includes population characteristics from the Census Bureau for
comparison purposes.

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For these reasons may western countries have developed new policies and programs
that are aimed to motivate and provide incentives to family caregivers to persist
providing care for a prolonged duration. There are countries that enable family

caregivers to receive cash benefits or caregiving allowances, including fringe benefits.

One type of services for family caregivers that has received specific attention is
respite services that include diverse configurations and forms, including night centers
for cognitively impaired older adults to enable their family caregivers to sleep well at
night. In addition, traditional day care centers have been converted into multi-service
centers to provide services to family caregivers as well.

Assistive technologies are another field that has gained much attention in many
countries. Assistive technologies are aimed to enable the older person to preserve
independence and reduce the need for human care and surveillance. The multiplicity,
diversity and complexity of the care needs in tandem with the increased shortage of
manpower in the homecare industry raised the necessity to develop new technologies

and alternative programs that are aimed to assist formal and informal caregivers alike.

The goals of assistive technologies are to replace human manpower, to enable frail
older persons to preserve their independence and autonomy, reduce the need for
institutional placement and decrease expenditures on personal care. In this framework,
the European Union as well as Northern American countries invest many efforts in
developing ITC technologies, including technologies that are aimed to enable remote

care and surveillance of cognitively impaired older adults.

To conclude, the Isragli LTCI Law was an advanced and modern law when it was
enacted in 1986 that generated a revolution in the field of community-based elder
care. But 23 years have passed since the law was implemented and the readlity has
significantly changed. Thisis the time to reexamine the law and adopt several reforms
that will improve the quality of life of frail older persons and their family caregivers,
preserve the functional independence of the frail older population, enhance their
control over their lives and also restrain public expenditures on long-term care

services that constantly increase.

Fragmentation between services does not enable a holistic view of the individual’s
needs and therefore many countries are preoccupied with the issue of how to integrate
and establish more collaboration between health and social services. To achieve this
integration, various countries have developed different configurations of service
integration that differ in various aspects. Y et, there severa common principles that are
amed to achieve this common goa: single entry point, case management,
comprehensive geriatric assessment and interdisciplinary teamwork.

Various western countries have also developed innovative and new models of services
to meet the growing needs of the older population that is in high risk of functional
decline, to restore their functional independence and to delay dependence to more
advanced ages. In this framework many western and aging countries have developed
health promotion and restoration programs called Reablement/Enablement. The need
for budget curtailment in long-term care services urged many countries to develop
new approaches and strategies to combat functional deterioration. These strategies
emphasize concepts such as health promotion, active aging, healthy aging, successful
aging and prevention of morbidity and disabilities. Therefore much more resources
are invested in prevention and rehabilitation services that avoid or delay disability
because these services are more feasible and efficient in the long run. These new
approaches, as opposed to the more traditional ones that emphasize disability and
limitations, strive to extract the potential for independence and restore it for aslong as
possible. While the traditional paradigm is more reactive in its nature whereby the
care recipient plays a passive role in performing activities of daily living, the new
paradigm reflects a more reactive approach whereby the client pays a key role in
coping and preventing dependence and thus delay need for long-term care supportive

services.

Family caregivers are another intervention target population. They are the backbone
of home and community care for frail older persons on which the formal care systems
leans on. It is therefore necessary to develop interventions and programs that are

aimed to decrease and alleviate burden, stress and burnout among family caregivers.



Abstract

Advanced age is accompanied by increased functional, physical and /or cognitive
disability that creates a need for help with performing daily activities or tasks. Data
show that 16.7% of the older population is functionally disabled and that this number
significantly increases in older age groups. In paralel, the number of those who are
entitled to receive long-term care benefits under the Long-term Care Insurance
(LTCI) Law is constantly growing. There are many frail older persons who do not
pass the threshold of dependency scores, although they are functionally limited, and
therefore do not receive services under the LTCI law. One of the questions is how to
prevent their further deterioration that will finally enable them to receive LTCI
benefits. Advanced age is connected also with increased demand for home and
community-based supportive services that steadily increase public expenditure on
long-term care. Therefore both the rapid aging of the population and the increase in
the number of frail older persons who need long-term care services raise questions
and dilemmas regarding which concepts, approaches and policies to adopt, and which
models and types of services would best meet the needs of the frail older population

and their caregivers.

The goals of this report are twofold:

€) To review new approaches about service supply to frail older persons and to
relate to issues such as fragmentation of services and the need for more holistic and
integrative approaches, cash versus in-kind services and approaches that are aimed to
enable successful aging and promotion of functiona independence;

(b) To review models, types of services and methods of service delivery to

various target populations of older persons and their caregivers.

The consumer-directed approach emphasizes individually-tailored care programs that
enable flexibility that can better meet the specific needs of the clients. New programs
that various countries have developed during the past two decades include

individualized budgets whereby the care recipients and their families can decide what
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
